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Chapter 11 Licenses and Business Regulations, Article X.  Tattooing License.
Sec. 11-343. Prohibited acts; records; hours of operation; sanitary measures.
Notwithstanding the holding of a license issued under this article, the following prohibitions and restrictions shall apply to all tattooing in the town: 
(1)	No person under the influence of intoxicating liquor shall be tattooed.
(2)	No tattooing work shall be done on the hands, feet, face, or private parts.

(1)	All tattoo work must be performed and establishment maintained in accordance with the most current rule, regulations and requirements as are effective and which may from time to time be promulgated by the State of Rhode Island Health Department.

(2)	No person under eighteen (18) years of age shall be tattooed and the licensee shall require proof of age in all instances. 
(3)	No tattooing establishment shall remain open later than (1:00 a.m.) 11:00 p.m.

(6)	No person shall be tattooed more often than once in any one (1) week, nor in any case until any prior work has completely healed. 

(7)	New needles shall be installed daily, and machine tubes placed in boiling water before use. Color dyes shall be kept in white glass jars with plastic tops and kept clean. All tubes shall have stainless steel points.
